In the north, the 
long summers of picturesque Veneto bring Riesling 
to full ripeness and the cool nights help the varietal 
retain freshness and its natural high acidity.

Lemon peel, melon, and green apple on the nose 
with a light chamomile undertone. The palate offers 
orchard fruit flavours of yellow apple and white peach 
fused with melon, citrus, and fresh minerality. This 

inviting blend showcases the high natural acidity 
of both Trebbiano and Riesling; it’s fun, fresh, 

and fruity with a touch of sweetness and 
a lot of pizzazz.
